SYMBOLISM  OF A SHES 
 On the first day of Lent, pastors in many churches 

dip a finger in ashes (often made by burning palm 

branches from the previous yearôs Palm Sunday) and 

make a cross on the Parishionerôs foreheads. 

 Godôs people have used ashes as a sign of mourning, 

humiliation and penitence. In the Old Testament, ashes 

were used as a purification offering. The New Testament 

speaks of repenting in sackcloth and ashes. 

 On Ash Wednesday, Christians are pained because of 

our sins ð private and public ð led to Jesusô death.
